ILLINOIS BRED/OWNED/SHOWN (IBOS) STAKES

1.
Only APHA registered foals are eligible to show.  Foals may be registered in the Regular or Solid Paint Bred APHA registries.  A current copy of the registration papers must be furnished by the start of the Futurity show.  NO EXCEPTIONS.
2.
The sire must be owned by an Illinois resident and must be physically standing at stud in the State of Illinois from February 1st through July 1st in order for his get to be eligible to show in that year’s IBOS classes.  The dam must be bred in the State of Illinois. If a Stallion should die or become medically unable to service mares while standing in the State of Illinois, his get shall remain eligible to compete in IBOS classes. A vet certificate will be needed to verify that the stallion is medically unable to service mares.(This does not go for stallion that are gelded for other reasons.)
3.
The IBOS entry must be exhibited by the owner, who must be an Illinois resident.  To show the eligible horse, the following relationship criteria must be met:  Self, Spouse, Mother, Father, Son, Daughter, Brother, Sister, Aunt, Uncle, Stepchild, Half-Brother, Half-Sister, Grandparent, Grandchild, Legal Ward, In-Laws, Legal Guardian, Family-Owned Corporation, Ranch or Farm.
4.
All exhibitors, owners and part-owners must be members in good standing of the Illinois Paint Horse Association at the time of Futurity entry.  (IPHA dues must be paid by a separate check).

5.
IBOS Stakes Committee must be notified in writing of any ownership transfers.  New owner must be an Illinois resident and a member in good standing of the Illinois Paint Horse Association by show date.  If the new owner is a resident of another state, entry becomes ineligible.

7.   IBOS Yearling Longe Line Class:


This class will follow the APHA rule SC-191 M that allows an exhibitor to show two horses.
8.
Entry fees:

For weanlings and yearling entries:  An entry fee of $70.00 must be paid to the Illinois Paint Horse  

      Association on or before August 1st.  Entries postmarked after midnight August 1st will be considered 
      late, and subject to a total fee of $140.00.

For Two Year Snaffle Bit Western Pleasure, Two and Three Year Old Hunter Under Saddle and 
      Three and Four Year Old Western Pleasure entries:  An entry fee of $100.00 must be paid to the 
      Illinois Paint Horse Association on or before August 1st.  Entries postmarked after midnight August 
     1st will be considered late, and subject to a total fee of $200.00.
     There is a $5.00 fee per judge for all horses not going into a regular APHA class.

9.
Purse and Awards:

Proceeds from the nominations will be maintained separately for each class.  The payout will be split, 
       with 90% going to the purse, and 10% withheld for operation and advertising expenses.

The purse and awards will be divided on the following percentage based on the number of horses  

       entered:



1 horse

1 place (100%)



2 horses
2 places (60%, 40%)



3-5 horses
3 places (50%, 30%, 20%)



6-15 horses
5 places (37%, 28%, 20%, 10%, 5%)



16-25 horses
7 places (35%, 24%, 15%, 8%, 6%, 5%, 4%, 3%)

Prize money will not be awarded until Social Security Number has been furnished and all financial 
      obligations due to the IPHA have been met.

      There will be no refunds or substitutions of any kind issued by the Illinois Paint Horse Association for 
      any reason.

10.
Entries will be judged by all judges used in conjunction with the Futurity show.  All classes will be placed first to tenth.  The first place horse will receive one point, the second place horse two points, etc.  Horses in the class that did not place in the top ten will be scored eleven points.  The final placing will be determined by the best three placings (out of four judges)--the lowest placing score (highest point count) will be excluded.  In case of a tie, both horses will be considered winner of that place.
