Illinois Junior Paint Horse Club Bylaws
1/22/05
ARTICLE I
Name and Location
This organization shall be named the Illinois Junior Paint Horse Club (IJPHC).  The IJPHC shall operate within the scope of the by-laws, rules and regulations and be a division of the American Junior Paint Horse Association (AjPHA).  The IPJHC shall include the entire State of Illinois, though its members may be residents of any state.  The current principle place of business shall be the address of the duly elected secretary, but business of the IJPHC may be conducted at any location established by the Board of Directors.
ARTICLE II
Purpose
The objective of this organization shall be:

a.
To improve and promote the American Paint Horse breed.


b.
To improve and develop the capabilities of Youth, both individually and through group participation, in the breeding, raising and exhibition of American Paint Horses.


c.
To develop and improve scholarship, leadership and community interest and participation of young people.


d.
To encourage high moral character, sportsmanship and clean living among its members.


e.
To acquaint junior members and clubs with the parent organization, APHA, its structure and functions.


f.
To guide to maturity in sportsmanship and exemplary conduct in all phases of competition.


g.
To instill a sense of responsibility to life and the rigors of showmanship.


h.
To propose rules to the Youth Committee that represent the interest of all Youth.

ARTICLE III
Members and Membership

Section I.

Membership is open to any and all young people 18 years of age and under as of January 1, who are not married or divorced.

Section II.

Memberships may be acquired through a paid IPHA family membership or an individual youth membership.  Each member in good standing shall be entitled to one voting right.
Section III.

The IJPHC shall not be in conflict with the APHA constitution, by-laws, or general rules and regulations.

Section IV.

The dues of all members shall be payable on the first day of January of each year and any member in arrears for thirty days will be dropped from the membership roll.

ARTICLE IV
Meetings

Section I.
Place of meetings.  Any or all meetings of the members, the Executive Committee and the Board of Directors of the IJPHC may be held at any place within the State of Illinois.

Section II.
Annual meeting.  An annual meeting of the members shall be held each year between November 1st and January 31st.  One of the purposes of this meeting shall be the nomination and election of the officers.  That annual election of officers and annual awards banquet may or may not be held at the same meeting as determined by the needs of the club.

Section III.
Notice of annual meetings of members.  At least ten (10) days prior to the date fixed for the annual meeting, written notice of the time, place and purpose of such meeting shall be mailed to each member entitled to vote at this meeting.

Section IV.
Organization Meeting.  The President shall preside as chairman of the Board of Directors.  A quorum shall consist of 50% of the Board of Directors and Executive Committee members being present.
ARTICLE V
Officers

Section I.
President.  The President shall be elected by a majority vote of the members at the annual meeting of the IJPHC, and shall serve for a term of one year or until his/her successor shall have been duly elected and qualified.  He shall preside at all meetings of the members of the Board of Directors as well as the regularly held meetings of the members.  He shall have the power to appoint such committees as he deems necessary from time to time.
Section II.
Vice-President.  The Vice-President shall be elected by a majority vote of the members at the annual meeting of the IJPHC, and shall serve for a term of one year or until his/her successor shall have been duly elected and qualified.  He shall perform the usual duties incident to that of Vice-President, including the performance of all the duties and the exercise of all the powers of the President during his absence or disability.
Section III.
Secretary.  The Secretary shall be elected by a majority vote of the members at the annual meeting of the IJPHC, and shall serve for a term of one year or until his/her successor shall have been duly elected and qualified.  The Secretary shall attend all the meetings of the members and the Board of Directors, and of the Executive Committee, and shall preserve in books of the IPJHC, true minutes of the proceedings of all such meetings.  He shall perform such other duties as may be delegated to him by the Board of Directors or by the Executive Committee.
Section IV.
Treasurer.  The Treasurer shall be elected by a majority vote of the members at the annual meeting of the IJPHC, and shall serve for a term of one year or until his/her successor shall have been duly elected and qualified.  The Treasurer shall have custody of, and maintain books for the IJPHC account.  He shall disburse the funds of the IJPHC has ordered by the Board, making proper vouchers for such disbursements and shall render to the President and the Directors at the regular meetings of the Board, and whenever requested by then, an account of all his transactions as Treasurer and the financial condition of the IPHA.  He will also distribute a copy of the annual financial report to all club members yearly.
Section V.
Executive Committee.  The Executive Committee of the organization shall be the President, Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer. 

ARTICLE VI
Directors

Section I.

The business and property of the organization shall be managed and controlled by the Board of Directors and an Executive Committee hereinafter created and empowered.

Section II.

Annually, AjPHA state resident(s) member(s) in good standing will elect their state director(s).

Section III.

Allocation of directors per state with AjPHA membership will be made as of December 31, of the year prior to the current year’s director elections.  The AjPHA President may appoint director(s) when necessary to establish representation.  The number of directors will be allocated per AjPHA guidelines.

Section IV. The Board of Directors shall have the authority to direct the affairs of the organization, including, but not limited to, the right to make, amend and repeal the bylaws of the organization, as they may deem expedient concerning the conduct, management and activities of the organization, the admission, classification, qualification, suspension and expulsion of members, removal of officers, expenditure of money and other details relating to the general purposes of the organization which may be subject to the approval of the Advisory Board.

ARTICLE VII

Committees

The President shall have the authority to appoint all committees and committee members as the President deems appropriate. Approval of committees and committee members may be subject to the Advisory Committee’s consideration.
ARTICLE VIII
Advisory Board

The Advisory Board shall consist of the IPHA President, the Youth Chairman of the IJPHC and at least one member of the IPHA Board of Directors.  Its purpose will be to assist the Youth Chairman, and will serve as a screening committee for nominees for IJPHC Executive Committee.

ARTICLE VIX
Amendments

These Bylaws may be amended at any regular meeting of the IJPHC by a two-thirds (2/3) majority of those present, providing notice of such an amendment has been given at the previous meetings
