The Illinois Paint Horse Association is a not-for-profit organization affiliated with the American Paint Horse Association.  Our youth club, known as the Illinois Junior Paint Horse Club, promotes youth participation and involvement with the American Paint Horse.  Each year, the youth club holds several fund-raising efforts for multiple causes.  One is to help subsidize the expense of sending a youth team (15-20+ youth) to the APHA/AjPHC World Show competition in Fort Worth, TX each summer.  Additional funds raised go into sponsoring events, closer to home, that all the youth members can participate in.  The youth club also raises money each year for charitable causes—in recent years, they have made substantial donations to the American Cancer Fund, and to help a member’s family pay off medical expenses.  One of the events held is a silent auction at our annual meeting and awards banquet.  All items donated for the silent auction are put out for anyone attending our banquet to bid upon.  All proceeds from this auction go into our youth club fund to help offset their costs of sending a youth team to the APHA/AjPHC World Show.
